Day 1: Depart USA - Arrive San Jose, Costa Rica
Arrive in San Jose, meet your Professional Naturalist
Tour Director and transfer to your hotel.

Day 4: Arenal Volcano Nat’l Park - Monteverde
This morning visit the Arenal Volcano National Park,
one of the 10 most active volcanoes in the world.  Its
constant emissions of gases and lava will amaze you.
